The latest methodology was adopted for this project by developing tools with the help of
GIS integrated with EPANet and Integrated Risk Assessment-Water Distribution System
(IRA-WDS) software. The results from IRA-WDS will also guide O&M engineers in decision-
making during regular operation & maintenance. By adopting this technique, the pipeline
leakages can be minimised preventing water pollution and minimising water losses
(UFW). Preparation of a Water Safety Plan of this magnitude, meeting all international
standards, was the first of its kind in India and set a bench mark in the water industry.
